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Trainee Role Description – Volunteer Support
We grow plants and produce at Hawkwood Community Plant Nursery, a 12 acre organic market garden, with the help of more than 100 volunteers each year. Our diverse volunteering programme offers work placements for adults with learning disabilities and is used as part of recovery programmes by mental health agencies. We believe in empowering individuals and communities through sustainable activities, such as food growing. We run a Buddy Scheme, which provides support by trained volunteers for those who need it, and helps to maintain a welcoming and inclusive environment. 
This traineeship will suit someone looking to develop their skills supporting volunteers from diverse communities. The trainee will gain experience in supporting volunteers with additional needs (e.g. learning disability, ill mental health) and practical gardening skills.
